New Forest Transect Group Newsletter 2020 Week 22

There was not so much of a decline from last week, with a total of 804
butterflies recorded at a density of 6.77 per transect kilometre. Once
again this was the lowest for the corresponding week since 2014.

More zero's are creeping in but there were still reasonable counts from
Breamore, Mockbeggar, Southern Fields, Lepe and Fields Heath.

Small White is top of the species table, no doubt aided by some
continental migrants. Silver-studded Blue have disappeared along with
'Golden' Skippers. Only one Silver-washed Fritillary was seen and I
there was also one Ringlet. It was good to see Holly Blue recorded on
19 routes.
